The Chartered Organization Representative is appointed by the Chartered Organization.  All other positions shall be voted in by majority vote (consisting of 2/3 voting members present) at a regularly scheduled parent/leader meeting.  The voting membership of Pack 50 shall consist of the registered committee members and leaders.  The Executive Committee shall consist of the Committee Chair, Cub Master, and Assistant Cub Masters.  A unanimous Executive Committee may override decisions of the pack committee, or make decisions where expedient action is required.  Parents are encouraged and all leaders are expected to attend Parent/Leader Meetings.  All persons filling official positions within the Pack must attend the required BSA training for that position at the earliest possible time.  They must also have youth protection training and stay current renewing every two years.
Checking Account

· All Pack checks shall require two (2) signatures.

· All signatories of the Pack checking account shall be approved by the Committee Chair.

· Receipts are required on all purchases and must be turned into Treasurer.

· Any purchase over $50 (except advancements) shall be pre-approved by at least two of the following: 

· Cubmaster.

· Treasurer.

· Committee Chair

· Large expenditures, over $50 must be approved by the Committee Chair and majority vote of the committee.

· Committee Members will review the Financial Reports monthly.

Changes to By-Laws

Any changes to the By-Laws of Pack 50 must be approved by a minimum of greater than 50% quorum of Pack voting members and will be published and distributed to Parent(s)/Guardian(s) of the Scouts.
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
