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Cub Scout Pack 50

Policies
The Policies contained in this document have been put in place and approved by the Registered Leaders and Committee Members of Pack 50.  These policies shall remain in place until such time as they are changed or amended by the aforementioned governing body at an approved Parent/Leader/Committee Meeting.  These policies have been put in place to supplement BSA Policy and to aid in fairness and the good order of Pack 50.

Pack Dues:


The committee shall set the amount for dues at the July Annual Planning Meeting.  Current dues are set at $1 per meeting, $3 per month or $27 per year.  Parents are required to pay dues for each boy enrolled in the pack.  Dues are assessed annually.  Dues are collected independently from fund raising activities and are used specifically to offset the cost of den supplies.

Uniforms:


The scout uniform shall consist of the following items as a minimum: shirt, neckerchief w/ slide, belt, and hat.  Parents are encouraged, but not required, to buy additional uniform items.  Dark blue, green, or black colored pants or shorts may be worn in the place of BSA pants and/or shorts.  The uniform is required at all pack functions and is expected at all den functions.  Moreover, scouts are always encouraged to wear the uniform to school.  For certain functions, a Cub Scout Activity Uniform (Class B) will be the uniform of the day.  The activity uniform is the yellow Pack 50 tee shirt. 

Behavior:


Scout families are expected to be on time for all meetings and functions.  Scouts in uniform are expected to be an example of decorum.  Polite behavior is expected.  Parents are expected to be an example for the scouts by keeping side conversations to an absolute minimum.  Cub Scouts, family and guests are expected to be polite and attentive.   Those who choose not to comply may be asked to leave by the Cub Master, the Committee Chair, or any Assistant Cub Master. 

Parent Participation:


Parents or guardians are expected to make a commitment to both their boy and the pack.  Volunteers provide all leadership.  Cub Scouting would not exist if it were not for parental involvement.  You are encouraged and expected to become involved in whatever way you are capable.  The parent will not drop off boys unless prior arrangements have been made with his leader.  Your son will benefit from scouting if you take the time to regularly go through his scout book with him as well as ensure that his awards are affixed to his uniform in a timely fashion.  Most importantly, you are expected to have fun with your son and his scouting experience.  As scouting is a family adventure, all family members are welcome at pack meetings and pack events, except for select district events.

Decision Making:


The voting membership of Pack 50 shall consist of the registered committee members and leaders.  All Pack 50 decisions are made by a majority vote of those present at a scheduled meeting.  They shall meet the third Thursday of each month unless otherwise noted.  The pack committee and leaders are responsible for decision-making, planning and pack policy.  A quorum will consist of at least five voting members.  The Executive Committee shall consist of the Committee Chair, Cub Master, and Assistant Cub Masters.  A unanimous Executive Committee may override decisions of the pack committee, or make decisions where expedient action is required.
Unresolved Conflict Resolution:


Unresolved conflicts, grievances, and other such issues shall be addressed to the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee shall attempt to resolve the issue amicably and confidentially whenever possible.  Conflicts that cannot be resolved at the pack level, or where one or more parties feel unsatisfied, may be taken to the Menewa District by contacting the District Executive.
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
